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Restaurants In The FAA Tech Center Area 
 
Italian food is the staple of the area.  We recommend these five Italian 
restaurants, in this order: 
 
Carrabba’s Italian Grill – Located at 6723 Black Horse Pike (Rt.40/322) in front of the Shore Mall.

Rifici’s Restaurant – Located at 308 White Horse Pike (Rt. 30) in Absecon, a couple hundred yards east of the 
intersection of Rt.30 and US 9 accessible only from the west bound lanes of Rt.30.  Phone: 272-2000 
 
Cavallino Nero – Located at 4760 Black Horse Pike, in Mays Landing, eastbound side, less than a mile west of 
the Hamilton Mall.  You’ll have to pass it, west bound, then “jughandle” a “U” turn back to it.  Phone: 625-0144 
 
Maplewood II - Located on the Black Horse Pike (Rt. 322) in Mays Landing, about 10 minutes west of the 
Hamilton Mall (west of Rt. 50).  Old-style Italian restaurant.  Phone: 625-1181 
 
Gourmet Italian Cuisine & Pizzeria - Located at 324 South Pitney Road at Jimmie Leeds Roads in Galloway 
Township.  Phone: 652-1398

Tuckahoe Inn – $$ - Located on US 9 at the south end of the Great Bay Bridge in Marmora.  Good seafood and 
land fare.  Phone: 390-3322 
 
Los Amigos - $ - Located in Atlantic City at 1926 Atlantic Avenue, just north of the foot of the AC expressway.  
Good and unusual Mexican food.  Phone: 344-2293  No on-site parking now that it is a part of the “AC Walk.” 
 
The White House Sub Shop – $ - Located in Atlantic City at 2301 Arctic Avenue (north bound one-way street), 
3-4 blocks west of the casinos, but this is where all the old entertainers hung out.  Phone: 345-1564 
 
Rams Head Inn - $$$ - Located on the White Horse Pike (Rt. 30) in Absecon.  Excellent reputation, but pricey.

Black Horse Pike, phone 484-8692 – Both in the English Creek area, near or in, the English Creek Shopping 
Plaza with a large Shop Rite Supermarket, Home Depot, Rite Aid Drugs and Lowes. 
 
Moe’s Southwest Grill, Red Robin and Famous Dave’s BBQ – located on Rt.40/322 just ½ mile east of the 
Hamilton Mall. 
 
Appleby’s, Subway, Taco Bell, Godfather’s Italian Grill and Old Country Buffet – located in, or near, Consumer 
Square (east side of Wrangleboro Road across from the Hamilton Mall), just off the Black Horse Pike and Exit 
12 off of the AC Expressway, surrounded by Best Buy, Target, Staples, BJ’s Wholesale Club, etc. 
 
Ruby Tuesday’s, Chili’s, The Olive Garden, and Red Lobster – located in, or in front of, the Hamilton Mall, just 
off of the Black Horse Pike and Exit 12 off of the AC Expressway.  The Hamilton Mall includes Macy’s, JC 
Penney’s and Sears as well as a large food court on the upper floor.  Wal Mart and a large ACME Supermarket 
are off the Black Horse Pike across Rt.40/322 from the Mall.
