| ssue Description:

For certain ADS-B applications, there may be a need to distinguish (either in the message set definition or
on the display) those targets that are capable of a specific operation, and those targets that are not capable
of that operation.

Example: Inthe ACM application of CR, arandom target aircraft may be ADS-B / CD equipped but not CP
and/ or CR equipped. Thetarget aircraft equipped with “basic” functionality will therefore be unable to take
specific, guided, evasive action. Question: Will thetwo ADS-B systems need to exchange dataregarding
the target aircraft’ s equipage functionally?

This above scenario could just aslikely apply to other ADS-B applications, such as closely spaced parallel
approach operations, LAHSO protection at crossing intersections, etc.
